The Knickerbocker Hotel is a historic hotel, first opened in 1906,
located at the southeast corner of Broadway and 42nd Street in New

York City. The name "'Knickerbocker™ is an iconic Dutch surname O CHARLIE PALMER AT THE KNICK
associated with New York City. Prominent longtime residents of the O ST. CLOUD
hotel included Enrico Caruso and George M. Cohan. Built by John 0 JAKE’S @ THE KNICK

Jacob Astor IV (1864-1912) as a showcase of luxury in a time of
prosperity, the hostelry was destined to close its doors only 15 years
later due to financial decline.

The hotel was converted to offices in 1920 and was known as The
Knickerbocker Building. It was the home of Newsweek magazine (1940—
1959) and became the Newsweek Building. After major renovations in
1980 it became known as 1466 Broadway and was used for many years
as garment showrooms and offices.[2]

The New York Palace possesses a prestigious heritage. More than a
century ago, Henry Villard, one of the nation's most prominent
financiers, commissioned McKim, Mead & White to create a residence of
singular style. Constructed in 1882, that residence became known as
The Villard Houses. Over the next century, the residence would change
from private homes to offices for the Archdiocese and later, corporate
offices for internationally known companies.

In the mid-1970s, the Archdiocese of New York, owners of the land,
cleared the way for a hotel development that would incorporate this
unique property, gracefully blending the landmark 1882 Villard Houses
with a contemporary 55-story tower.

Completed in 1908, the American Seaman's Friend Society Sailors'
Home and Institute was designed by William A. Boring, the architect
renowned for Ellis Island’s immigrant station. Originally built as a hotel
for sailors with cabin-like rooms, the landmarked hotel was lovingly O Cafe Gitane
restored on its centennial in 2008.

In 1912, the survivors of the Titanic stayed at the hotel until the end of

the American Inquiry into the ship”s sinking. The surviving crew held a

memorial service at the hotel four days after the ship sank.

In 1944, the YMCA took over the hotel from the Seaman’s Relief

Center, as the hotel was then called.

During the “80s and “90s, the hotel was part of downtown New York’s

bohemian culture, hosting Hedwig and the Angry Inch and the Million

Dollar Club, amongst many other rock-n-roll events. The hotel has

continued to house guests with more dash than cash ever since.

The Bryant Park Hotel is one of the most beautiful buildings in New
York City. There”s absolutely no question about it. Built in 1924 to be
the flagship of the American Radiator Company, the Gothic and Art
Deco-influenced black building stands at the center of Bryant Park,
which essentially functions as a sort of outdoor living room in Midtown.
Architect Raymond Hood, who trained at the Ecole des Beaux-Arts in
Paris, was asked to design the building after he impressed the company
with his designs for radiator covers.

Hood”s design combined stripped-down modernism with Gothic
detailing, and was one of the first skyscrapers in Manhattan to break
from the Beaux-Arts classical tradition and embrace a more
streamlined, modern design. Its most radical feature is the treated
bricks that give the building its deep black hue and unmistakable
presence.
