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We investigated the catastrophe of the April, 1991 cyclone hazard in Bangladesh.
Vulnerabilirty to cyclone hazard was discussed from the point of view of both social and
physical conditions. Although losses of property and social facilities were larger in 1991
than in 1970, human casualty figures showed the reverse tendency. This fact points to
the effectiveness of the shelters constructed after the 1970 disaster. Factfinding on refuge
taking behavior and living conditions soon after the disaster are necessary to plan
countermeasures in the vulnerable coastal lowlands. Control of population growth and land

reformation are indispensable to counter natural hazards in Bangladesh.
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
